Happy New Year! In the month of January we will be welcoming in the New Year and exploring the wonders of winter through Science,
Technology, Engineering, Math and of course Art — It is Full STEAM ahead af Kids Klub. 2026 is going to be amazing, fun and full of
learning and the theme of friendship will fill each week. Our fully integrated curriculum starts with a lesson introduction in Circle Time and the
children get to learn more and more about particular subjects all throughout their days and weeks moving rom one learning center to the next.
By presenting a particular lesson in many types of teaching ways, through literature, art, science, building with blocks, playing on the
playground, during music and movement and even in our theater fime, each child has an opportunity to grasp the concept and then fully
understand it in the way they learn best. Each child learns dif ferently and at Kids Klub each child has the opportunity to learn in the dif ferent
learning centers, doing the learning activity that feaches them the best.

Your children will be reviewing the letters Aa-Oo which they learned in the first months of this school year and will be working on the letters
Pp, Qq, Rr this month for our weekly language arts focus. Letters, phonics and reading skills will be built throughout Kids Klub in library time
which happens throughout each day starting at Circle Time as well as before or of ter each learning experience, at snack time and even
lunchtime as well as right before naptime and at the end of the day. This month we will enhancing pre-reading skills in major ways as we focus
on Rhythm, Beat, Tempo, Volume and Melody as the children learn they can make joyful noises with their singing voices, musical instruments
and everyday objects that all make their own unique sounds. The children will also build vocdbulary and reading skills during our science classes,
music and movement time as we incorporate Yoga Stories and poses into our movement lessons and learn rhythm and beat, the precursor to
reading, as we listen and move to music. Kitchen creation sessions, Hoppy's Home, tHoppy's General Store and Hoppy's School playtime, all
of fer many opportunities and experiences for vocdbulary building as the children express themselves throughout their activities and as our
amazing teachers expand lessons by asking questions that require thought and planning to answer or they create challenges that need to be
solved individually or as a group. As the teachers set up the learning scene for each lesson the opportunity for making connections to lessons
and concepts this month, tying previous lessons together, building vocdbulary through role play emerges. The children will also have an
opportunity to set lessons they are learning throughout the center into permanent memory as they pretend to be teachers and re-teach the baby
dolls and their friends in the schoolhouse play about all they are learning at Kids Klub. This is a very valuable [ie-skill that will serve them well
all throughout their academic, work and home (ife far into the future.

We will be reviewing our numbers 110 for our 2 year olds, 1-18 learning 19, 20 for our 3 year olds and advancing to even higher numbers with
our 4 year olds classes as we continue with 21, and 22 by end of month. Our math lessons will continue throughout Kids Klub as your children
explore puzzles fo build our spatial skills & play with many dif ferent types of manipulatives to strengthen our ine motor skills as well as build
basic math skills as we sort, stack, pattern, group, add and subtract the manipulative toys throughout our playtime. In Kitchen Creations we
continue our math lessons as we talk about measuring, increasing and decreasing the recipe size, fractioning out the snacks or dough we make
and designing and building all types of dough creations as well as letters and numbers. Science gives us many opportunities for our math skills
to be developed, advanced and used as we count, graph, sort.and group whatever we are studying about each week. Measuring, scooping,
counting, working with large and small buckets and creating give us math opportunities in the Sandbox and in Blocks and Trains where we are
always counting, stacking, adding and subtracting in our learning sessions as we build fowers and communities and use our spatial, design and
planning skills. The children strengthen their math skills as they shop in the Grocery Store, checking out and “paying” for their chosen food
items. They also strengthen their math skills cooking in the kitchen and serving up meals to their friends and family. Pizza and pie is always a
favorite and they learn whole, half, quarters and even bths and 8ths as they divide the pizza pies into servings. Math is all around us ot Kids
Klub and we build math skills and knowledge all throughout our day.

The children will be creating wonderf ul- works of art surrounding the theme of winter and the New Year. They will be designing 3 dimensional
snowf lakes with pipe cleaners and popsicle sticks as well as dif ferent types of paper — unique and beautiful each and every way they are
formed, snowflakes are a creation of nature filled with patterns, shapes, angles, symmetry and glistening beauty. The children will also be
learning about and creating Arctic and Antarctic landscapes along with polar bears, penguins, arctic foxes and other animals that survive and
thrive in the harsh environments of the Arctic and Antarctic. Did you know that Polar Bears only live above the equator in the Northern
Hemisphere and Penguins only live below the equator in the Southern hemisphere?  Friendship quilts will be a focus in honor of Dr. Martin
Luther King Jr. as we learn to all get along together, helping and supporting each other, caring for each other and learning what it means to
traly be a friend. Creating their friendship square on paper with lots of details and décor and then lacing it to the rest of the class” squares to
form a quilt that then gets joined with the whole school’s quilt is quite a beautif'ul masterpiece. Our art sessions will teach many beautiful
lessons and be filled with creativity and self’ expression while also reinforcing our weekly and monthly themes and learning concepts.  When the
children experience Kitchen Creation they will be learning and building self’ confidence that will help them care for themselves as they learn to
follow directions, follow a recipe, measure out their own ingredients, mix and make their own playdough and then create glorious polar bears
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and penguins, snow cones, igloos and icebergs and more. Art reinforces dll that we are learning at Kids Klub each week or month and children
that learn best through art £ind understanding of learning concepts at a deep level as they create.

Our Science focus this month is the Season of Winter; the weather that comes in winter; how to care for our bodies in the cold and studying
all about how animals around our world live through the winter months. We will focus both on the Arctic and Antarctic and the Polar Bears
and Penguins that live on the ice in these regions of the world. Funny Penguins of the Antarctic that waddle when they walk and the big
beautiful Polar Bear that lives on the Arctic ice will fill our science lessons with wonder and amazement as your children learn dbout the
habitats these animals [ive in; what and why these animals look like; what their babies look like and what sounds they make. We will talk about
how we can make a dif ference here at home to help preserve the beautiful Arctic and Antarctic and all the animals that live there. It is traly a
magical month of learning all about the natural world. In addition, this month’s science will be full of dif ferent hands-on learning experiences
and interesting lessons about dif ferent types of animals and how they navigate winter weather through hibernation, migration or weathering the
cold weather with extra fur, blubber or other means of keeping warm. We will also be introducing the lesson of camouflage and how the
coloring of animals helps protect them. We will be heading outside to observe and study pine trees, pine needles and pine cones and learning
about how evergreens stay green all year long where other plants and trees turn colors in the Fall and lose their leaves.

In Social Science Lessons this month the children will also be making Friendship Craf'ts in honor of Dr. Martin Luther King and learning how to
measure and count as they make friendship pasta necklaces. . They will be learning about cultural diversity, equdlity, freedom for all and peace
as we read about and honor Dr. Martin Luther King [ife and the powerful | Have A Dream speech. Just a reminder, Kids Klub will be closed
in observance of Dr. Martin Lather King's Birthday.

Please take time to review your child’s learning experience at Kids Klub and use this information to further the learning experience
at home. Ask specific questions dbout each day and let your child share the exciting day they had at school. \We hope you enjoy reading
about what your child will be learning each and every day at Kids Klub.

Dramatic Play Time: tHoppy’s General Store, ttome and School Lessone: For the Store, tome and School 1# Start with a Winter Season Book and
Circle Time Discussion -talk about the Winter Season and how we change how we live when the weather gets colder? Do we change what we wear? Do
we change what we eat and drink? What about change inside our homes? Do we turn on our heaters; put warmer sheets on our beds, use blankets and burn
wood in a fireplace if we have one? Why do we do this? Af'ter this discussion, at Hoppy’s General Store and tHome: have fun shopping for ingredients to
“cook” a winter meal and caring for the babies by dressing them in winter clothing and wrapping them in a warm blanket. Cook healthy medls with fruits, grain
vegetables, proteins and dairy. At School-Teach the babies all dbout what you are learning use the Arctic Polar Region Felt Figures to talk about winter and
the animdls that [ive in the cold. Practice your manners when you sit down to “eat” your meals. Clean and use good hygiene and teach the babies how to
wash their hands, cover their mouths when they cough to keep everyone hedlthy. ttave fun role modeling, learning life skills, pretending & playing w/ friends.

Kitchen Creation: Read a book about sparkly snow. Then make a sparkly batch of “snow” dough white with blue glitter. Talk about measuring and amounts of
ingredients needed fo make a batch of dough for your class and how much you need i you are making your own batch in your own bowl. What s the recipe?
What is a recipe? What are the steps to follow to make your own batch of playdough? Everyone can mix up their own ingredients with their fingers and

then have fun creating sparkly snow creations like snowflakes, snowmen, icebergs, igloos and more. The children will let your creations dry and there will be no
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need fo paint before they go home as the dough will be white as snow and the creation they will make are white animals, objects like icebergs, igloos, snowmen
and even snowflakes. They will glisten with icy blue glitter. (measuring, fine motor ckills, creativity)

Libramy Time: We will be reading lots of Winter Stories, Pine Tree and Forest Books, Animals in winter and other fun Winter stories all throughout the
Day -one or two or more at Circle Time and these stories will help connect several of the learning concepts and themes new and old. Reading at least one
story before each learning lesson as the children rotate around the center and connect it to what is about to take place in the learning center they are at.
We will be reading at snack time, lunchtime and right before naptime. And the children’s day should end with stories, songs and discussions about

what we have learned £rom all the books and learning centers visited that day and all week long. We will connect our annual themes [ike Community Helpers
and Careers, Animals Kingdoms, Exploration of New Places around the Globe every chance we have as well as connect the month to month themes that
fransition right into the next lesson. For example Summer, Fall to Winter and Evergreen Trees versus trees that drop their leaves called Deciduous Trees.

Puzzles & Manipulatives: Read a Winter Book then Solve Winter Puzzles, practice patterns and counting with linking manipulatives, improve fine motor skills
with thistle blocks and other ine motor building creations. Sorting, organizing, grouping are all important parts of the lessons learned in this learning center
so the children will be an active part of the clean up process n each learning center —counting, grouping, sorting and putting everything back properly in its
place and ready for the next class.  Puzzles need to be completely put back together with all pieces in place and the children will learn how to put them back
in the puzzle racks or properly stack them on the puzzle shelves. Important [if'e lessons are learned during all of the clean-up times.

Music & Movement: Read a Snowball Story Book and-have some fun with our puffy snowballs — turn on some music and play snowball basketball with the
snowballs and practice aim. tHave a competition to see how many snowballs you can toss into the Yoga Mat basket? Put some hula hoops on the floor and
practice tossing the snowballs into the hoops. et the ball toss boards from Balance and Coordination and try to get the snowbadlls into the holes.  Then
play snowball ttot Potato or should we say Cold Snowball.  Put on the music, pass the snowball and when the music stops the one holding the snowball on the
sidefines until there is only 1 child left. Then end the session with Deep Breathing — Close your eyes and pretend your class is all out in the snow and you can
feel the cold air as you take a deep breath in. Then.exhdle slowly and deeply and repeat. If time permits, put on some music and dance dance dance.

Science I: Evergreen Trees versus Deciduous Trees that lose their leaves = let’s go outside and hands on learn af'ter we read a book about trees and discuss. Bring your
tree rubbing paper and crayons with you. (se 5 Senses going on a Nature Walk Qutside to study the Evergreen Trees. tow do you know which tree is an evergreen tree?
What color is it? Study the leaves on the ook and maple trees and then study the “leaves” or pine needles on the pine trees. How do they differ? What do they feel like?
“Gmush” the needles around in your fingers. Now smell the needles and your fingers — what does pine needles smell like? Study with your eyes- what does a pine needle look
like? How does a pine needle differ from a leaf? tow is it the same? As you are outside using your senses — don’t forget to use your ears — what does an evergreen tree
sound [ike? Now compare the shape of the trees, what shape do you see an evergreen tree to be? Triangle? Step back so you can see the whole tree. tow does this shape
differ from other types of trees inthe yard? Now touch the tree — feel the bark on the trunk of the tree? What does the bark feel and look like? What color is it? Is it
rough or smooth? (Use your paper- and-crayons to do a bark rubbing on dif ferent types of trees. tHow does one trees bark rubbing dif fer from another tree? Rough and
Smooth are concepts to discuss. | ook at the branches and what other items are parts of the tree like pinecones? What is a pinecone? Why do evergreen trees make
pinecones? What things do other: types of trees make when they form their seeds? Now talk about what animals may live in our Kids Klub trees? Can you find signs of
where animals live in our trees?

Sort out all of the polar animals —talk about
what is their Biome or region of the planet earth they usually live and what is their local habitat [ike i they were not visiting the Antarctic today. tave fun with the children
pretending to be on an expedition to study the animals of these regions of our world. (sharing and cooperative play) Lesson 2: Blocks and Polar Animals - let the children
use their imagination and all that they are learning to build on their own the Arctic and Antarctic imagination and create ways for the animals to get from one iceberg to the
next —plan, create, problem solve with your friends.

Dramatic Play Time: Hoppy’s General Store, Home and School Lessons: Circle Time Discussion: Read a Winter Book and continue our lessons about the Winter Season
and how we change how we live when the weather gets colder?

Library Time: Kids Klub is £illed with books everywhere in every leaming center.  Continue to Read Winter Stories, Pine Tree and Forest Books, Animals in winter and add
in specific books about the Antarctic this week and compare and contrast what you are reading about dif ferent animals, weather, how the animals and people adapt to the
winter weather and what the landscape looks like. Enjoy these reading times and discussions all throughout your day incorporating the lessons and themes into everything the
children are doing from making playdough to building with blocks — these are all opportunities to teach and make connections in all types of learner. Read at Circle Time,
before each learning lesson, at snack time, lunchtime &- right before naptime. End your day with stories and discuss about what you have learned from all the books you have
read during each day. Build on & connect themes from week to week.

Puzzles & Manipulatives: Manipulatives are meant to be touched, moved, and handled to allow children to build math skills and solidify understanding. Young children need
very concrete real objects to learn rom and using more than one object/manipulative set helps your children understand the concept more deeply.

Penguins come in all sorts of shapes, sizes and colors — there are 18 dif ferent kinds of Penguins with
the smallest Penguin only 10 inches tall and-weighing only 2 pounds to the largest Penguin growing to almost 4 feet tall and weighing as much as 90 pounds. Watching
Penguins is so fun. Penguins don’t fly in the air like other birds even though they have wings and feathers like other birds but they 'sure do “fly” in the water. They are so
fast as they swim and hunt for food.ttave fun waddling like a penguin, seeing how many fish you can catch just like they do in the ocean, and can you carry an egg on your
feet just like Penguins do —'we will see in your relay race during Science.

Balance & Coordination: Qutside if weather permits: Hopping on 1foot, then the other, then on both feet and repeat. How many times can you do this- count. Count to
20. Then have a spoon races carrying something in a plastic spoon from one end of  the yard/classroom to the other and back. Now change the way they have to go across
the yard/classroom: Backwards, Sideways, Spinning in circles, Crawling, you get the picture- coordination training at its finest. Next, set up a line of items that everyone has
fo weave in and out of. Can they do it with the spoon in their hand? ttand and eye coordination as you weave through is quite a challenge but they will have fun trying.
Then pick your favorite Yoga poses and see how long you can hold a pose?. Become a statue and balance on 1foot then the other. You can set up an Obstacle Course to
achieve these skill practices or enjoy them one by one.  Most of all have lots of fun and laughs as we build our gross motor skills.

Blocks & Trains: Lesson T: 20 stacking blocks, count as you go and see i you can get them all stacked up before they fall over. If it falls over before you reach 20 figure
out what you can do differently to get more blocks stacked up before it topples. Then have £un knocking them down and building them up again. Then create whatever you
wish with the blocks you are using. Lesson 2: Domino fun — let’s line up dominoes and blocks and see i we can cause a chain reaction i we knock the first one over. What
do we need to do to make this process happen? tHow close do we need to put the blocks or dominos? What designs can we make with our blocks and still cause the chain
reaction. ttave fun trying all kinds of ideas and designs. Discuss what happens, what went right and what went wrong and then problem solve to make it better and better.

Kitchen Creation: Read and lee Story — Anctic, Antarctic, Snow... Then: Make healthy raspberry ice cube pops as we learn about the Arctic and Antarctic and the season
of Winter Clearn to measure and mix &- healthy snack choices) & Mix up a batch of playdough for a relaxing sensory experience as they create something fun.

Library Time: Kids Klub is filled with books everywhere in every learning center.  Read stories dbout Music and Friendship, Winter, the Arctic and Antarctic regions of our
planet along with all the other themed books we have- stop along the way to review vocabulary and ask questions. Enjoy these reading times and discussions all throughout
your day incorporating the lessons and themes into everything the children are doing £rom making playdough to building with blocks - these are all opportunities to teach and
make connections in all types of learner. Read at Circle Time, before each learning lesson, at snack time, lunchtime &- right before naptime. End your day with stories and
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discuss about what you have learned from dll the books you have read during each day. Build on & connect themes from week to week. As our Winter Season continues with
colder weather, we continue our lessons about the present, connect it to the past and look forward to the future and the coming of Spring and the special magic that comes
with the warmth.

Puzzles & Manipalatives: Read a story about Friendship, the Arctic, Antarctic, Music and more. Remember that Manipalatives are meant to be touched, moved, and
handled to allow children fo build math skills and solidif'y understanding. Young children need very concrete real objects to learn from and using more than one
object/manipulative set helps your children understand the concept more deeply. Counting, sorting, patterning, adding and subtracting all come to (ife with manipulatives. This
week we will be using Linking and stacking small motor <kill toys of all kinds. Play, sorting, counting and pattern making will be connected. We will also be using our Music and
Arctic and Winter puzzles for problem solving, spatial skill building as well as themed concepts based on each puzzle. telp the children identify what is on their puzzles. This
builds new vocabulary as they problem solve the puzzle. For greater challenge, mix up more than one puzzles pieces and have the children figure out which pieces go with what
puzzle. Lots of brain development of the “math” connection kind will surely be happening. Most of all-math learning will be fun!

Music & Movement: Read a Music Story This week is alllilllil about the music and making sounds with any and all dbjects around them. Turn on some music, play the
instruments, use rhythm sticks and turn ordinary objects into instruments. First, work on the concept of volume- turn the music up high and down low, have them play and sing
both loud and sof't. Next-ttave the children listen for the beat or pulse of the music. Have them tap their feet or hands to the beat. Then have them play their “instrument”
fo the beat of the music. Can you find a pattern in the beats? Beats come in long or short patterns and this pattern is what makes up a rhythm. Stop the music and have
them tap to the beat — can the children remember the beat? Next have them work on Tempo and the concepts of slow and fast. All of this contributes to the Melody of a
song. Change songs and work on the same concepts = choose dif ferent.songs, some with fast tempos and others with slow so the children can hear and learn to appreciate all
of the concepts within each song. Dance to the beat, wiggle and sway to the beat and rhythm. ttave fun and remember — moving are bodies to the music is fun and
important for healthy bodies AND it is a part of teaching the children.how fo read as welll

Science 1: | can make a Joyful Sound Continues in Science with the Music Discovery box. This box is filled with ordinary object along with musical instruments and they will
learn that everything has a sound and-the sound is different depending on'the type of material it is made of . From paper plate drums to cup rattles, they will have fun banging
their way through science this week. Let the cup, plate and tin can band make joyful noises.

Science 2: | can Make a Joyous Sound = Sesame Street Special Guests Music Video- Put on your listening ears, have a seat, learn all about sound, making music and when
the music and dancing starts, hop up and watch and dance along. Everything around us makes a sound and this demonstration will allow you to hear the creative way we can
make music in everything we do, touch and play with. tave fun.

Drarmatic Play Time: Hoppy’s Generdl Store, Home and School L essons: Read a special music, winter, arctic, Antarctic, friendehip or New Year Book then have fun.
Let's cook dinner and clean the house. ttead over to Hoppy’s General Store to shop for healthy foods to keep your body healthy and strong. Share what you are shopping
for. Set the table — where do the plate, bowl, glass and silverware go? How are you going to cook the food you picked out at the market? Cook the food and serve it to
our friends. tHave a group sitting at the dining table as you serve the food and sit and enjoy fogether. Review, Practice and Use your manners and have fun cooking, cleaning
and caring for the babies. What season is it now? Winter comes with colder weather so dress the babies in- warm clothing and wriap them in blankets and have fun playing
with them. Take them on astroller ride. toppy’s tHome, General Store and School House are a place to learn about and then practice role playing, learning [ife skills,
pretending and playing with your friends. ttave fun and please remember- clean up time is as important as play time and also teaches very important sort, organizing,
grouping, matching and more Math skills as well as everyday needed skills for keeping up their own rooms and helping at home.
