S.T.EAM. Learing at Kids Klub continues in March with prisms bending and separating light, creating rainbows and leprechaun trap
designing and building teaching engineering concepts and problem solving along with collaborative project time with our classmates.

This month Kids Klub will be hosting +toppy’s Olympic Challenge as the children learn
what the Olympics and an athlete are. What does it mean to be a good sport and use good sportsmanship and how fo care for their bodies by
eating healthy and exercising will be focus lessons. tHoppy’s Olympic Challenge is Kids Klub's biggest fundraiser for the Kids Klub Children’s
Charities and the money raised helps families in need as well as supports our teachers in their child development classes and dreams that
directly benefit each and every child in so many ways. We hope you will be able to come join us on this special day to cheer on your little
athlete and support the Kids Klub Children Charities in their mission to-support families and teachers in our child development world. As part
of the hedlthy bodies and athlete lessons, we will be highlighting our menus for breakfast, lunch, dinner and snacks at Kids Klub which are filled
with lots of fresh, organic, non-processed healthy foods and the children will be continuing fo be encouraged to taste new vegetables and fruits
that are the colors of the rainbow. From Red and Green Apples, Green Pears, Yellow Pineapple, Bananas & Golden Melon, Purple
Blackberries & Fig bars, Blueberries, Orange Clementine Oranges and Cantaloupe Melon, Red Strawberries and Watermelon your child will
be eating a rainbow of fruits throughout the week. Carrots, Celery, Cucumber, Red Orange and Yellow Bell Peppers, Broccoli, Cauliflower,
Gnap Peas, Green Beans and more round out the hedlthy rainbow with vegetables of all colors. We will be encouraging the children to try new
foods and eat healthy snacks throughout their days to grow their bodies strong. We will be using our time in Balance and Coordination, Music
& Movement, Outdoor Playtime and even in our Theater Play time to learn and practice the fun Olympic Event skills needed to compete on
this fun day with dll their classmates.

Hands-on learning about prisms will be introduced in our Rainbow lesson as the children study light and color along with St. Patrick's Day
Magic and Fun lessons.  The children will learn how a rainbow is made with sunlight and with raindrops (which act as prisms) and learn the
names of the colors of the rainbow in both science and art. White sun light will be bent and separated into the spectrum of wavelengths and
Red, Orange, Yellow, Green Blue, Indigo and Viclet (ROYGBIV) colors of the rainbow will emerge. We will also be dif ferentiating between

the colors of light and pigment colors by studying primary colors, color mixing and how all the colors mixed together in paint or play dough
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combine to make black. Fun items like soap bubbles, black ink markers, coffee filters and paint will be used to show the children how light and
pigment are combined and/or separated out to make the separate colors of the rainbow or all the pigment colors combined into the color black.

We will be wrapping up lessons about the ocean and the animals that [ive in it and moving on to the time of when dinosaurs lived on the earth.
From carnivores to herbivores to omnivores, your child will learn how scientists (Paleontologists) that studied fossils think dinosaurs lived on the
earth, what they ate, how their babies were born, and even possibly what color they were along with what sounds they made. In Kids Klub
Immersive Curriculum style, we will be becoming Paleontologists and studying dinosaur “Fossils” in science, putting together dinosaur puzzles in
our Puzzles & Manipulative Learning Center, making dinosaur art in the art room, reading about dinosaurs all throughout our days, building
dinosaur habitats in art and in our Blocks and Trains Learning Center, and will even be making and searching for dinosaur fossils in the
sandbox, dressing up like dinosaurs in our theater and pretending fo be dinosaurs as we travel on the obstacle courses of balance and
coordination as well as walk and talk like dinosaurs as we transition from learning center to learning center all throughout the day.

Then play charades acting out things that are colors of the rainbow-and different
kinds of sports and challenges that are done at the Winter and Summer Olympics. The teacher will call out a color or Olympic Activity and all the children will act out
something that is that color or make the movements of that sport or Olympic Activity. See if your friends all around you can guess what you are acting out. For example: If
the Teacher calls out lce Skating — everyone should “skate” around the room like an Olympic lce Skater. I the teacher calls out the color “red” then have your children act
out a “red” animal (Fox, cardinal, crab, lobster, etc..) or “red” item (the Muppet Elmo, ladybug) You can make up the rules as the class goes along - like “you can make a
sound” or “act out silently” change it up and make it fun. Charades build self-esteem, confidence and builds self’ expression skills. Use the charade cards for ideas.

Weekdy | earning Concepts and Yocabulary: Dinosaurs Galore-What is a dinosaur? Dinosaurs lived long ago. Where did the dinosaurs go? What is extinction? We will be
discussing what it is like fo be a Paleontologist and how they determine what animals that lived a long time ago (before people) looked like, ate, sounded [ike and where they
lived. What did the dinosaurs habitats look like way back in the past? What is a fossil? How do you find fossils? tow have the dinosaur habitats of the past changed in the
Present? We will be learning the names of many dinosaurs, learning how to recognize which dinosaur it is by their shapes, what colors the scientists think each of these
dinosaurs were, how their babies are born and more. Are dinosaurs mammals? Do dinosaurs have hair? Are their babies born dlive and nurse/drink milk £rom their mothers?
No-dinosaurs are classified as Reptilia and are considered reptiles with dry scaly skin and some had feathers too, dinosaurs lay eggs like other reptiles and birds, were cold
blooded in most cases, and some special features about dinosaurs is that some dinosaurs actually cared for their babies instead of letting them hatch and immediately live on
their own [ike modern reptiles. And fun fact: Birds are actually living dinosaurs as are crocodiles. We will be using the children’s love of dinosaur lessons to help us teach

the concepts of large/small, bigllittle, short/long, loud/sof't, rough/smooth, the present, the past, the future. What an amazing month and week of dinosaur learning!

Soclal Science: We will continue the introduction of Seasons of change and how we can see change in the weather, the plants and trees, the animals, the color of the sky, the
feel of the temperature in the air and on our skin and more as we continue o infroduce Spring Celebrations around the World with: the coming of Spring and the celebration
of toli-Festival of Colors (India and Nepal) and Easter and Spring Renewal (Worldwide Christian Communities), Ramadan and Eid (Worldwide Muslim Communities),
Nowruz — Persian Spring New Year, Songkran Water Festival (Thailand), Cherry Blossom Festival (Japan and US),

Animal Kingdom: Dinosaurs are Dandy dll this month— Omnivores, Herbivores and Carnivores — teeth are shaped the way they are for the dif ferent kinds of foods the
dinosaurs eat and for us too and we will be learning a whole lot more this week about lots of different dinosaurs in each and every learning center around Kids Klub.

Patterns come in all forms: This week the pattern is shapes we are studying about - the Rainbow, Cloud, Sun, Dinosaur, Rainbow, Cloud, Sun Dinosaur and its letter and
number counterpart pattern is ABCDABCD ond 12341234. Patterns are found all around us in our homes, at our school and in nature and help us understand the world.
Good Hygiene and Social Skille: Review “taking care of our bodies” lessons and review all that we leared last week as we practiced for the Olympics. This week continue to review “taking
care of my tteart” as you talk dbout how fun the Kids Klub Olympics was and continue to remind the children how important it is to keep your body: healthy and strong by eating healthy and
exercising regularly. Review caring for our teeth and follow-up on how the brushing and flossing charts are going at home. Continue making classroom rules and manners as well as Family Style
Meals a priority and good hygiene is a top priority to keep ourselves and each other healthy.

Feelings and Emotions: What is the feeling of excitement and surprise?. This month is a month of magic and surprise, make-believe at its finest as we anticipate and feel the visit of the fun
and lovable L eprechauns. We will also be review being scared and anxious because sometimes doing something can be scary because we do not know what to expect. Also discuss the feelings
each child had as they competed in toppy’s Olympic Challenge.

PM Art: ™: Paint your dough dinosaurs and add them to your dioramas and THEN use this time to Prepare for the NAEYC Week of the Young Child Kids Klub Art
Museurn. I needed-work on decorating and adding to the Dinosaur Dioramas. There is a big selection of moss, ferns, trees, and rocks and floral foam so the children can
can really enhance their dinosaur habitats and add in their handmade dough dinosaurs. Friday there will be extra dinosaur friends to add in i the children need more dinosaurs.

Balance & Coordination: Dinosaur Obstacle Course: Read a Dinosaur Book about how they move through their habitat. Then do the dinosaur walk using short and long
steps on the “rocks” (stepping stones), walk under the “trees” (stand up toops or pole) and over and under the “branches” Foam poles, weave in and out of the dinosaur
bushes (cones) and slide on the belly boards like a dino may do in the mud through the dinosaur habitat. Then practice your aim using bean bags and the dinosaur bean bag
boards and the Velcro ball darts and Dinosaur dart board. CLearning Concepts and Gross Motor Skills come together and Coordination and Aim Practice)

Blocks/Traine: Lesson :  As a Class <Now that you have learned more about Dinosaurs, build a Dinosaur Land that has dll kinds of places for all the dinosaurs to live and
roam. Make paths for them to walk on and places for them to eat anddrink. Use all the blocks you need big and little, wood and colorful — have fun with your friends building
and designing and solving problems your teacher will challenge you with. Lesson 2:  Dinosaur block free play. Have fun playing with all kinds of dinosaurs and blocks. Talk
with your friends, share with your teacher and try to solve STEM problems your teachers present you with. It is our last week of Dinosaars so have fun and use alllllll

Dramatic Play Time: Hoppy’s General Store, Home and School L essone: Read a book about what Dinosaurs Eat - Let’s cook a healthy dinner for the dinosaurs — what do
we need for our Herbivore dinosaurs? For our Carnivores? And for our Ormivores? Which specific dinosaurs are you making your: special dinner for? What are their
favorite foods? toppy's Home: Dress the babies, clean the house and then go shopping to find the perfect ingredients for the type of dinosaur you are cooking for. Cook
the food, Set the table and serve it fo our dinosaur friends. (se your manners and have fun. Role modeling &- learning life skills is important. Hoppy’s General Store: Af'ter
reading the book, everyone pick a kind of dinosaur they want to shop in the store for... have fun shopping for your Carnivore, tterbivore or Omnivore. Shop away and then
come back together as a class in circle time to share the items you have chosen for your dinosaur dinner. Remember to leave enough time to return all your items to the right
shelves and baskets so the store is ready for the next class. tHoppy’s Schoolhouse: Have fun teaching the babies all about dinosadrs this week. Use the dinosaur felts,
magnets and the gears & letters to teach what you are learning this week at Kids Klub. Teaching someone else take a short ferm lesson and turn it into a long term memory.

Kitchen Creation: Raspberry and Oatmeal Bars and Dinosaurs for your Diorama:  Follow the recipe, read the ingredients list and use your math skills to measure out the
proper amount of ingredients to make the science experiment of cooking work properly. Then put in the oven so that the chemical reactions using heat £rom the oven can
occur. While the bars are baking in the oven it is time fo measure and mix your own playdough and create lots of Dinosaurs — make ones with wings, and ones with long necks.
Moake big ones and little ones. Let them dry and paint them during one of your art sessions af ter they are dry. Talk about measuring and amounts of ingredients needed to

make a batch of dough for your class and how much do you need if you are making your own batch in your own bowl. Everyone can mix up their own ingredients with their
fingers and then have fun creating lots of dinosaurs. Add them to your diorama of ter they are dry, painted and ready to be part of your hand-made habitat.

Library Time: This week we will be using the Listening Center for Story fime — using dif ferent ways to build listening, focus and reading skills. We will be listening to, in
rotating groups, dinosaur stories while the rest of the class is listening to stories about dinosaurs, rainbows and more. Kids Klub is filled with books everywhere in every
learning center and classroom.  The classes will be reading Rainbow, Dinosaur, St. Patrick's Day and “How fo build a'|_eprechaun Trap” books along with all the other
themed books we have- stopping along the way to review vocabulary and ask questions. The teachers and children will enjoy these reading times and discussions all throughout
your day incorporating the lessons and themes into everything the children are doing from making playdough to building with blocks — these are all opportunities to teach and
make connections in all types of learner. The teachers will start of £ each day reading at Circle Time, before each learning center lesson, at snack time, lunchtime & right
before naptime. They will be ending each day with stories and discuss adbout what they have learned from all the books they have read during each day.

Puzzles & Manipulatives: This week will be Al things Dinosaurs £rom Puzzles fo linking &- lacing to balancing, sorting counting and patterns, we have some fun dinosaur
teaching toys to learn from. tave fun setting up your rotation of play centers for the children fo use during this Dinosaur learning session. We will be using our Dinosaur
colorful puzzles for problem solving, spatial skill building as well as themed concepts based on each puzzle. The children will be identifying what is on their puzzles.

Music & Movement: Roll out the yoga mats and start out by Reading a Dinosaur Yoga Book bringing focus and calming our bodies with yoga poses from the story and deep
breathing practice. Stretch your bodies and get ready fo put on some fun music and do the Dinosaur FREEZE dance - first roll up tightly as you can the yoga mats and put
back on the strap. Then its DINO DANCE DANCE DANCE - dance on 1foot, 2 feet, hop and spin around move fast, slow, arms up and down, spin around, turn to the
right, fum to the left and freeze for a short moments and for some longer moments. Then sing and act out Going on a Dinosaur tunt with long and short steps.

Seience 1: Dinosaur Wonders 1% Read a Dinosaur Book or two — discussing along the way like a Paleontologist. Then: Follow the Science Instruction Sheet as a class
exploring the Discovery Box filled with Dinosaur teaching toys —put on your Paleontologist tHat and explorer Vest and use Scientist Skills to study the fossils, toys & puzzles.
Compare and contrast each dinosaur, what do they eat-check out their teeth? Were they small or large? Did they have horns? What sounds do you think they make? Were
they tall or short? How do they move? Legs, wing? Do they walk on 2 legs, 4 legs, are their legs the same length? Study the details of each dinosaur. Talk about how
scientist think Dinosaurs were born from eggs. Which ones are your favorite and why? Science 2: Animal Kingdom- Dinosaurs: The Magic School Bus -Dinosaurs Science-
teaching video — the children will travel on the Magic School Bus back in time to the land of the Dinosaurs and they will see what scientist think the land and animals looked like
back when Dinosaurs roamed the earth. They will see, hear, and listen as the Famous Ms. Frizzle teaches all things Dinosaur. (learn about dinosaurs £rom Ms. Frizzle)

Theater: Dinosaurs on stage: Bring your Dinosaur Masks you make in art ( if they are dry & ready) and be dinosaurs — dress up in dinosaur costumes, turn on the lights

and music, walk like a dino, talk like a dino and have fun being a dinosaur on stage as you do the dinosaur dance. ( build confidence, encourage imagination, reinforce learming concepts
and practice language skills and vocabulary)
